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The goal of the Early On® Mentoring Initiative is to further the professional development of early intervention professionals through mentorship.  We acknowledge mentorship as a relationship between an experienced professional with a lesser-experienced professional requiring reflection, collaboration and commitment.  We appreciate that a mentor-mentee relationship may often provide specific guidance in day to day support as Early On Coordinators as well as provide a sense of security in knowing that support is available from a mentor.

Trust and communication are essential elements in creating an environment and relationship conducive to a successful mentorship.  Therefore, it is our policy that any and all confidential information exchanged between the mentor and mentee be held in the highest regard and confidence by the members of the mentorship pair.  We recognize that a revelation of private or confidential information about a family, agency, professional, mentor or mentee might result in injury to the family, person or agency and therefore is to be avoided in all events. And because of the sensitivity to this relationship, it is our policy that all confidential communications of any kind may not be communicated to any other person without the consent of the subject parties.

As Early On Mentoring Initiative participants we agree to support and uphold these principles of the organization and understand that failure to adhere to these principles may result in our elimination from participation as a mentor or mentee of this organization.
